Be aware of weather conditions  
before starting a fire 
 

Do not leave a fire pit unattended

Put out any fire completely

Follow all seasonal fire restrictions

Keep children a safe distance  
from any fire pit 
 

Burn dry or seasoned wood

Never use accelerants, garbage or  
garden clippings to start a fire 
 

Always have a fire extinguisher nearby 
 
 

Keep a first aid kit close for  
accidental burns
